REQUIREMENTS:  
An applicant should prepare an essay of up to 1,000 words dealing with both of the 

following topics: 

 

1) How has the traditional Jewish emphasis on learning and study influenced your 

interest in higher education and what success might you anticipate because of this 

tradition? 

 

2) The Jewish sense of community is a strong bond for social and intellectual interaction. 

Discuss how your past, present and future ties to the community have and will provide 

you an opportunity to excel in your personal goals. 

 

JUDGING: 
All essays will be judged anonymously by a Men’s Club scholarship committee, with a 

minimum of 3 judges scoring the essays on a 100 point numerical scale. The author of the 

essay receiving the highest cumulative score will be awarded the scholarship at a Shabbat 

Service in May.
